The GREAT NEWS is that we are poised to meet our $95K PTA fund-
raising goal to support our school! A huge THANK YOU to everyone
who has given financial and volunteer support to help us reach our
goal. You can soon give input on how we allocate PTA funds by par-
ticipating in our spring survey. The Budget Committee will send a link
to the survey on the email V-list as well as have paper copies in the
school hallway. Your responses help your elected PTA Board mem-
bers and the Budget Committee direct funds to support our school
and students.

YUZZ

The Green Field Project gave an important update at the April PTA
meeting. The project budget had ballooned over this school year

and the PTA Board asked the project to look at ways to trim costs to
bring them more in line with what funds the project had already been able to raise (approximately
125K). Parent volunteers Brent Chastain and Farhad Hyder rose to this challenge. Originally, the
project included a new grassy area, trees and plantings, and replacement of the current asphalt with
pervious cement. The pervious cement added costs in excess of 250K. Brent and Farhad proposed
reducing costs by simply resurfacing the existing asphalt and were able to get approval from the City
of Seattle, the awarder of our $97.5K Neighborhood Grant. This change reduces the project budget
by over $250K and makes it possible to FINISH the project this summer. However, we are still short
approximately $25K. We are working to seek additional business donations and grants. If you were
unable to attend the Giving Campaign Event and planned instead to give a donation during the Giv-
ing Campaign season, we encourage you to donate to the Green Field Project. Please check out the
article in this Buzz about additional ways that you can help.

The Daniel Bagley staff would like to express our sincere appreciation to each family
for their fiscal contributions that directly provide funds for our supplemental budget.
Your direct contribution allows for the continuation of tutors within our classrooms,
counselor, and nurse FTE increase as well as a host of other things that support stu-
dent achievement through teaching and learning.

PCP elective offering for the 2011-12 school year . | am excited to announce that the

Instrumental Music at Daniel Bagley
“I love going to music because it helped me find a talent | didn’t know | had.” Katelyn, 5th grade.

This quote comes from one of our 5th grade Daniel Bagley students that decided to try playing the flute this year. Imagine how many other
students there are at Daniel Bagley who have hidden talents that they have yet to realize. For many people at Daniel Bagley, school music
is only about the vocal music concert that our K - 3rd graders perform every year. They are unaware of the great instrumental music that is
being learned in the lunchroom every Thursday morning. On these mornings 55 of our 4th and 5th grade students spend % hour learning
to play the instrument of their choice. This includes learning to read music, understand timing, learning coordination, and gaining a sense
of accomplishment. This exciting program is available to all 4th and 5th grade students at all Seattle Public Schools. If students can’t afford
to rent an instrument the school district has a limited supply to loan to students. Our students have been working hard this year. Here are
some of the things that have been happening recently in instrumental music:

On March 14th Katrina Hendrickson was Daniel Bagley’s only representative in the Eckstein Middle School Solo &
Ensemble Competition. She won a gold medal playing Minuet by J.S. Bach, with piano accompaniment, on her alto
saxophone. Congratulations Katrina!

On April 9th seven of our fifth grade students represented Daniel Bagley at the Seattle Public Schools All City Honors
Instrumental Music Concert. The students were given the concert music in February and worked every week with our
fabulous music instructor, Mr. Oesterle, to learn their pieces. On the day of the concert the students were dropped off
at Whitman Middle School at 12:30 pm to practice. They practiced in instrument sections and as a whole group. The
concert was performed at 4pm. There were 97 students in the Orchestra and 152 students in the band. The stage was
crowded. They sounded great and were proud of their accomplishment. Here are some things our students had to say
about the concert:

e The Honors Concert was a very fun experience because you got to play with lots of
people from different schools. It was fun to be able to show people how well you
can play. -Kate

e |t was really exciting to perform with 150 people. -Carter

e |t was awesome because we got to play with a lot of different people, and the expe-
rience of playing in front of people, who are not your parents, is really illuminating.

e | liked breaking into sections. | got to play with 27 saxophones! | also liked playing
in a huge group. It was like surround sound. -Katrina

On May 19th all of our instrumental music students will play their final two concerts of the year. On that morning there will be an all
school assembly where our musicians will be performing for the rest of the school. Again in the evening there will be a repeat concert for
friends and family of the musicians. We encourage interested parents to come to the daytime concert to see what has been learned this
year in instrumental music. Talk to your younger students about the concert before it happens. Let them know what this year’s students
say about music. After the concert be sure to ask your students what instruments they saw and what they might be interested in playing
when they are in 4th grade. All of our 3rd, 4th, and 5th graders can start playing an instrument next year.

This has been a great year for our budding musicians. When you are encouraging your child to take up an instrument think about what our
current musicians and parent Kate O’Leary are saying about music at Bagley:

In instrumental mu-
sic there are no divisions between inclusion, contemporary, or montessori. -Kate O’Leary

We hope to see you at our upcoming concert and to see the younger students take up an instrument when they start 4th grade.



Hello DB parents and community!

The Greenfield project continues to move forward and we plan to
break ground this June. We are very excited that we will have a
completely refreshed outside space that will have a huge impact
to the school and the community.

We have a confirmed “letter to proceed” from the City of Seattle
for the $97,500 grant! To date, we have raised $28,300 from fin-
ish line brick sales, donations and other contributions.

UPDATE: The primary goals of this project were to “green” the
space and replace the playground asphalt with pervious asphalt,
finishing by summer 2012. While the asphalt replacement
proved to be too expensive to achieve within our timeline, we
are excited to report that our grant funder has approved us to
resurface the asphalt instead. Not only does resurfacing the
asphalt improve playground safety and, reduces the project costs
by approximately $225,000, but we can now FINISH the play-
ground improvements this summer!

In order to resurface the asphalt and bring the project to conclu-
sion, we must secure an additional $25,000.

Here’s what we need from you, our wonderful community, as we
continue into the spring:
