Greetings Daniel Bagley Families,

We did it! The 2010-11 school year is nearing the end and OUR
CHILDREN ARE WELL. As principal of Daniel Bagley this year, my
leadership goal was to maximize our strengths and ensure that
our children are healthy scholastically, emotionally, and socially.

The 2010-11 school year marks the beginning of five new initia-
tives that will impact teaching and learning for years to come
at Bagley. Wow! | want to take this opportunity to share and
reflect on Daniel Bagley’s accomplishments.

Principal Anitra Jones

First, this year our entire teaching core voluntarily participated in a new comprehensive
evaluation system (PG & E) focused on professional growth in four domain areas: Lesson
Planning & Preparation, Classroom Environment, Instruction, and Professional Responsibil-
ity. This new evaluation tool is a landmark revision of how teachers were supported and
evaluated in past decades within Seattle Public Schools. As a level 5 school, our teachers
were not required to be on this evaluation system until 2013. Our school-wide voluntary
opt-in this school year is further evidence of the level of professionals we have leading our
classrooms. Most importantly, it also shows their commitment to continuous professional
growth for the benefit of student achievement.

Second, this year was the first year for Measures of Academic Progress (MAP) testing at
Daniel Bagley. This tool was one student performance measure used as a formative assess-
ment to inform our daily instructional practices within classrooms in the areas of reading
and mathematics. Our teachers are committed to learning about this tool and participated
this year in MAP professional development in the areas of data analysis of student growth
and identifying student performance trends. Other professional development sessions
focused on designing instruction to meet the needs of differentiated learners, content
vocabulary, and triangulating data points to identify student instructional levels and readi-
ness. Thank you to all the families who helped this year with MAP testing. A special thank
you to parent partner Nicole Yates and her team for devising a system for MAP testing
that is effective and efficient! This last testing session has been AMAZING under Ms. Yates’
leadership. |1 am confident that future MAP testing sessions will be seamless.

Third, this year was the first year of the new three year teacher collective bargaining
agreement (CBA). This collective bargaining agreement mandated several changes to
practices at the building level. One exciting change was the incorporation of every teacher
being a part of a professional learning community (PLC) that meets twice a month with a
focus on instructional practices and student learning. The work that was created as a result
of PLC’s is phenomenal and will benefit each of your children immensely.

Fourth, this year was the first year implementing Teacher College Reader’s Workshop for
our school wide reading curricula. Our staff’s focus on fidelity of implementation of this
curriculum has been honorable. Daniel Bagley has been afforded the opportunity to work
with a staff developer from New York who used our classrooms as lab sites to demo effec-
tive lesson delivery. Our children have benefited from the addition of this reading program.
Every student has a “Just Right” reading level including supportive materials (leveled
books) for their level of instructional readiness.

Fifth, this year was the first year implementing our Second Steps/Steps to Respect Anti-
Bullying Curriculum. This school wide focus has helped the social climate of Daniel Bagley
with students! It was a great year during Monday Morning Meetings (MMM) watching
student performances related to our anti-bullying program. Quotes from students on the
impact the program has made on their experience at Bagley are included in this edition of
the Buzz.

Next, | would also like to sincerely thank the Daniel Bagley Building Leadership Team (BLT)
for their commitment and focus on our Continuous-School Improvement Plan (C-SIP) and



the design of the 2011-12 operating budget. | am confident that Daniel Bagley has made improvements in all of our focus areas
as identified for the 2010-11 school year. School reports will be available at the beginning of next school year!

In closing, | would like to thank everyone for the opportunity to serve the Daniel Bagley community this year. As described
above, an operational framework has been developed in many areas to ensure that Daniel Bagley continues to maximize our
strengths, continue to grow as a school, and teachers and students are well for many years. Thank you for trusting in me as
your leader. It has been a great year and | am honored to have had the opportunity to serve during this time of leadership.
With five new initiatives in one year, this year has definitely strengthened and encouraged partnerships, collaboration, and dis-
tributive leadership between stakeholders. One of Daniel Bagley’s greatest strengths is parental and community partnerships.
Thank You! From the beginning, the support you have shown me is noteworthy and very much appreciated.

As | continue through my professional journey of leadership service within SPS, it is moments along the way such as my leader-
ship at Daniel Bagley, that help further shape my vision and deepen the excitement of opening up my own school in the fall.

“I learned how to tell how people feel by looking at faces and body language. And I learned to look at
how people feel and how important it is.” - A.J.Barquet

And from students who studied Steps to Respect:

“Steps to Respect has helped me make new friends by teaching me the five steps to ‘Joining a Group.’ I
used it to join a 4-square game and have made new friends through 4-square.” - Emily LaFave

“STR has helped me learn the difference between reporting and tattling. Now I only report things when
it’s serious and deal with the small problems on my own.” - Surafal Tsegaye

“One time a kid was being mean to me and because of Steps to Respect, I learned to speak in a strong,
clear, respectful voice and said to him, ‘You need to stop.” -Shiloh Davis

“Steps to Respect has helped me a lot. For example, if someone was being rude to me, I would firmly let
them know that it’s not OK. If it didn’t stop, then I'd report it to my teacher.” -Salena Hayek

We are looking forward to even greater school involvement as we continue these programs next year. Watch
for announcements and letters home concerning classes and events around the themes of decreasing bullying
and increasing social skills at Daniel Bagley.

In the meantime, here are a few skills you could practice at home together: tell others how you feel and ask
for what you want or need, take a few deep breaths to calm down if you are upset and then work on solving a
problem and complement each other often!
